Kilicaslan devrinde,
Konya'dan sonra Selguklularin en buyuk sehri haline
gelmistir. Karamanogullari ve Osmanlilar zamaninda
Aksara, Aksaray gibi isimlerle taninmistir.

Osmanlilar ve Karamanogullari arasinda birkac kez el
degistiren sehir Fatih doneminde 1467 yilinda, Osmanl
topraklarina katilmistir. 1864 yilina kadar sancak merkezi
olan sehir, bu tarihten sonra Konya vilayeti Nigde
Sancagr'na baglanmis, 1920 senesinde tekrar sancak
merkezi haline gelmistir.

As for the
settlement places established in the plain like Eskil have
more than 80 plateaus. The tradition of aestivation still

exists today.

Aksaray pronounced in the historical records, which
has been established during the Cappadocians' epoch,
has been started to be so named of Aksaray during the
period of Selchukites, and has become, after Konya, the
largest town of Selchukites particularly in the period of
Kiligaslan Il. It has been known to be so named such as
Aksara and Aksaray during the periods of Karamanogullari
and Ottomans.

The town which has been changed hands between
Ottomans and Karamanogullari was joined into the
Ottomans' territory in 1467 during the period of Fatih,
the conqueror, It has stayed as a capital of a sub-province
since 1864, and connected then to the Nigde sub-
province of the Konya province, and then it became
again the capital of a sub-province in 1920. Then it has
designated a capital together with the new Turkish
Republic, and it became again a sub-prefecture connected
to the Nigde Province in 1933, and it became at last a
province in 1989.

Aksaray is a famous weaving center by not only its
historical works but also its carpets. This well-known
weaving center of the past could not have been promoted
sufficiently due to the absence of samples showing
characteristics of the period. In this study, the information
about the ancient carpet-weaving, of the region is
presented.

The carpet-weaving of the Aksaray region may be
divided into three periods: Seljuks' period, Ottomans'
preriod and today's carpet-weaving.Aksaray Carpet-
Weaving in the Selchukites Period.

Aksaray was among the cities popular by their
weavings and carpets such as Konya, the capital, and
Kirsehir and Kayseri during the period of Seljuks. It was
an important city and military center as well.

We have being accustomed to the information about
the carpet-weaving of Seljuks' period from historical
records and book of travels. In his book of travel, Marco
Polo who passed through Anatolia in 1271-72, talks
about "the best and beautiful carpets are produced in
Turcomania namely Anatolia" and narrates the names
of cities such as Konya, Kayseri and Sivas among the

weaving centers of which are still weaving centers today.

Daha 6ncesi hakkinda bugtn igin bilgi
mevcut degildir.

1837 yillarinda Aksaray ve gevresini gezen ingiliz
seyyah W.J. Hamilton seyahatndmesinde Aksaray
halilarindan sdz etmez fakat, Aksaray'da hali ipinin
boyanmasinda kullanilan kdk boyanin yetistirilm esini
soyle anlatir: "... Aksaray'in belli basl ticaret esyasi
guhercile ve kizil boya (kok boya) dir. Guhergile burada
da bir tekeldir. Sehir civarindaki evlerin duvarlarinda
yagmurdan sonra gihergile toplaniyor. Halkin kendi
evlerinin duvarlarindan bile bunlar kendiliklerinden
toplamasi ve satmasi yasaktir.

Ebul Fida who has provided information referenced
to ibn-i Said, the Arabian traveler died in 1274, talks
about "Turcoman carpets are produced in Aksaray and
exported to each country of the world".

ibn-i Batuta who visited, in Hegira 732 (G. 1331),
Aksaray which was so called by him as Aksarae; talks
about Aksaray carpets with compliment, saying "Aksaray
is one of the most healthy and the most beautiful towns
of Anatolia, It is surrounded peripheral running water
and vineyards. The town is divided by three channels
and they are being passed through houses. Orchards,
wineyards, melon gardens are spread u to the inside
of the town. The carpets and rugs woven by sheep wool
are known by the name of the town, and in nowhere
their patterns are coincided. They are being exported
to Syria, Iraq, Egypt, India, China and Turkish
countries".Aksaray Carpet-Weaving in Ottomans Period

The carpet weaving tradition in Aksaray has also
continued during the Ottomans period. Most of the
imformation regarding to this period comes from 1800s.
For today, no record exists about earlier ages.

In this travel book, W.J. Hamilton, the British traveler
who visited Aksaray and its surroundings in 1800s does
not talk about Aksaray carpets but, he explains how root
dyes utulized for coloring carpet thread are cultivated
in Aksaray, "the major commercial goods of Aksaray are
the saltpeter and the red dye (root dye)" he says, "the
saltpeter is monopoly here. After the rain it isaccumulated
on the walls of houses surroundings of the town.
Collection and selling of the saltpeter by the people
from even the walls of their own houses are prohibited.
The contractor who isawarded with the right of collection
the saltpeter pays a certain free only in return for his
labor. There are number of root dye fields and gardens
at the surroundings of Aksaray" he adds. "The best
reliable information which 1 could have obtained about
its cultivation is this : Irrigation ditches 50 to 60 cm in
length and 1.5 meters in witdth are opened, and seeds
in drills are covered with athin layer of soill, and then
irrigated continuosly. High quality root mostly depends
on this continuous irrigation. Noting is done for seven
years except the selection of foreign herb. The roots
are removed at the end of the first seven-year. Only
some young tillers are left for the next harvest. One
each three or four years following after the first harvest
roots are harvested. Young tillers are always loft in their
beds, It is so called that his harvest can be kept on
whenever it is required. Once it is planted it is not
possible to be lost. The mother nature may field its first
product after fifteen or twenty years even in the case
if it is considered that the ground has been cleaned
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completely. However this takes place very seldom. The
product is used to be harvested in the places where it
is grown by seed only, but in this case all roots are
collected and the new seed is used, and flat fields are
used and ditches are opened.”

In the Almanac of Konya dated Hegira 1292 (G.
1875) published during the age of Sultan Abdulaziz,
agricultural and industrial products of the Nigde region
in that age is enumerated under the headline of". The
Production Land of the Nigde sub-province". The material
relevant to weaving such as "poppy-seed oil, gum
tragacanth, root dye, (finik), autumn fleece, rug, carpet,
carpet-pillow, saddle-bag, shopping bag, walee-rug
written "god save", baggy trousers, coarse woolen cloth,
bristle work, tent, bristle large sock, tether, hobble, bag"
are mentioned.

In the 16th Almanac of Konya dated Hegira | 300
(G. 1882-83), the following information is given under
the headline of "Legitimate Information about Aksaray
sub-province". its cereal products are wheat, barley,
oats, vetch and other cereal, and its industrial products
are the excellent rugs so called the Kurd's Rug and Pray-
Rug".

In his book named "The Lexical Symbols", dated
1888 (H. 1306), Semsettin Sami provides information,
on the same issue, confirmative the Almanac of Konya
dated G. 1882-83 about Aksaray, saying "... cereal, fruits
etc. products are more abandoned that those in other
sub-prefectures. Beautiful rugs and pray-rugs are
produced regarding industry".

In the 27th Almanac of Konya dated Hegira 1314
(G. 1896-97), it is reported, "The Aksaray sub-province
is the largest one among the provincial sub-province.
its products are more abundant then those in other sub-
provinces. The products of it land are wheat, barley and
other cereal.

Again in the Almanac of Konya dated H. | 325 (G.
1907), it is reported that Aksaray consists of 1493 houses,
324 shops, 2 baths, 12 inns, | resting garden, 17 coffee-
houses, number of primary schools for children, mosques
and chapels, It has two flour mills operating by water,
and thirty looms for weaving pray-rugs particularly.”

From these records we acknowledge that carpets
and rugs are woven, and carperts in general were so
named as pray-rugs, and they were colored with natural
and vegetal dyes, and special dye gardens were
established in order to grow root dyes in the XIX. Century
in Aksaray.

Again we acknowledge that there were 32 carpet
looms in Aksaray at the beginning of 1990s. This shows
us that he carpet-weaving has been continuing in the
ottoman age despite there is a large gap between the
XIV. and XIX. centuries.

Among the ottoman age carpets described in the
above records, there about 10 ancient carpets exist,
which could have reached to today. However, we believe
that their number may be increased by a survey to be
carried out in local houses.

The first carpet, among those aforementioned in the
Aksaray Museum has a size of 150x180 cm. It has been
woven by wool and by the Gdrdes knot technique. Red,
brown, green and black colors are dominant among the
colors prepared by mixing the natural and vegetal dyes.
The background of the carpet is divided into two. There
are hyacinth designs in the upper part and an altar with
three portions in the lower second part. The middle
altar from those given on the background divided into
three by four columns is higher than the other less higher
of two.

This carpet in question with its color features and
designs resembles the ancient carpets o fthe Konya,
Kirsehir and Aksaray regions. We assume that it has been
woven in the Ladik or Aksaray region, andbrought into
the Aksaray Ulu Mosque, It may, on the other hand, be
considered that it has been woven in Aksaray
surroundings by the designs of the Konya region.
Depending on the various samples of museums and
collections, we also may say that it was woven in the
XVIII. Century (Fig. 2.3).

The second carpet brought into the Aksaray Museum
while it was spread out in the Aksaray Ulu Mosque has
almost the same size of the first one above, It has been
woven by wool and by the Goérdes knot technique, too.
its backgroundis divided again into two. In the upper
section there are hyacinth design and an altar is placed
in the lower part. its side frame is also embellished with
large flowers, one colored with light and the other with
dark colors, It has such feature of design mixed with the
carpet designs of the Ladik, Kirsehir and Aksaray regions,
with its blue, brown, red, black, green and white colors
and designs, It might have been woven in one of these

regions with the colors and designs of these three centers.

Depending on the various samples of museums and
collections, we may accepted that it was woven in the
XVIII. Century (Fig. 4-5).

The third carpet in the Aksaray Museum is different
from others in terms of its colors and designs despite it
has same features of the first two samples. The red,
brown and white tones are mostly dominant, It designs
resemble the bed-spread-carpets with canine-foot-prints
of the Konya region. On the other hand, it also reminds
the Usak carpets with fleeced background. According
to us, it might probably have been woven in the Aksaray
region in the XVI. and the XVIII. Centuries (Fig. 6-7).

The fourth sample in the size of the pray,rug resembles
the Konya region carpets with its background with white
color and its vegetal designs stylized with red, brown
and green tones, It might probably have been woven
in the
surroundings of Aksaray and Hasandag region.
Depending on the similar carpet of it in the Turkish
Muslim works Museum of istanbul, it maybe dated with
the XIX. Century (Fig. 8-9).

The fifth sample in our special collection is a pray-
rug. This extremely worn sample has been donated by
Ms. Fatma Akduman. This pray-rug with a size of 128x160
cm. has been woven by pure wool. The blue, red, brown
and white colors are dominant, It is surrounded by five
frames side by side. The first, second an the fourth frames
are embellished with geometrical designs. The larger
third frame is decorated with flowers. The fourth frame
surrounding the altar in the middle looks like the first
frame. The altr located in a rectangular area is located
on a brown background. The alter rising as aform of a
few stairs is surrounded by six counters with the while and

Yukanda adi gecen halilardan, Aksaray Mizesi'ndeki
ilk hali 150x180 cm. boyutlarindadir. Yin malzemeyle,
Gordes dugum teknigiyle dokunmustur. Tabif ve bitkisel
boyalarin karisimiyla yapilan renklerde kirmizi, kahverengi,
yesil ve siyah hakimdir. Hali zemini ikiye bdlinmustar.

Sdzkonusu bu hali renk 6zellikleri ve desenleriyle Konya,
Kirsehir ve Aksaray yoresinin eski halilarina benzemektedir.
Ladik veya Aksaray yodresinde dokunup Aksaray Ulu
Cami'ne serildigini saniyoruz. Diger yandan, Konya yoresi
desenleriyle Aksaray cevresinde dokundugu da
dasundlebilir. Cesitli mize ve koleksiyon 6rneklerine
dayanarak XVIIl, yy’'da dokundugunu séyleyebiliriz (Res.2-
3).

Aksaray Ulu Camii'nde serili iken Aksaray Miizesine
getirilen ikinci hali birinci 6rnekle yaklasik ayni
Olcllerdedir. Yiin malzemeyle ve Gordes digum teknigiyle
dokunmustur. Zemin yine ikiye ayrilmis, tste simbdl
desenleri, alt tarafa da basik karakterli bir mihrap
yerlestiriimistir. Kenar borduri de yine bir acik bir koyu
renkle belirtilen buyuk ciceklerle stslenmistir. Mavi,
kahverengi, kirmizi, siyah, yesil, beyaz renkleri ve
desenleriyle LAdik, Kirsehir ve Aksaray yo6resi hall
desenlerinin karisimi bir desen dzelligine sahiptir. Adi
gecen U¢ merkezin renk ve desen gelenekleriyle bu
yorelerden birinde dokunmus olmalidir. Cesitli mize ve
koleksiyon 6rneklerine dayanarak da XVIII. yy. da
dokundugunu kabul etmekteyiz (Res.4-5).

Diger yandan, post zeminli Usak
halilarini daandinr. Bize gore XVT-XVT1yylarda muhtemelen
Aksaray yoresinde dokunmus olmahdir (Res.6-7).

A motif of similar to a life-tree is located at the edge
of the altar. The cornerstone of the altar and on the top
of the life-tree are ornamented with small designs.
According to us, it is from the XIVV. and the XVIII,

centuries (Fig. 10).

The sixth sample has a form of a
qguarter-carpet. It is in the premises of
Mr. Cevdet Akduman. It is embellished
with the red, blue and while colors, and
cornamented with a central medallion
resembling a long central medallion of
today's Aksaray carpets. its corners are
the violet color, and is ornamented with
small spots with the red color looking like
the Kirsehir Carpets with flies, It has ne
side frame. This carpet with a size of
112x86 is probably from the XIX. century
(Fig. 11-12).

The sewenth sample of the Aksaray
carpets is a prayer rug. This rug has been
woven by Mr. Hayriye Bal. We are reported
by her own words that she wove it in 1926
during her adolescence times. This rug
characterized by the red, brown and white
colors has an altar with one-direction. A small
medallion is located at the middle, and its
side frames are embellished by flower motive
woven, ona backward one straight (Fig. 13).

The eighth sample is a prayer rug, too.
This sample which we found it during the
reconstruction of the Ferishtah Hatun Mosque
in July 1991 among the carpets, that they
have been taken under protection by the
community of the local xuartr, is characterized
by the red, blue, green, brown and white
colors. On its background surrounded by five
frames side by side, an altar is located raising
as stairs, It is ended by such an ornamnt
resembling a life-tree. its corners are left empty.
Inside of the altar is ended by aflat red weaving.
It is probably from the XIX. Century (Fig. | 3).

Aksaray yoresi haklarinin yedinci 6rnegi bir seccade
halisidir: Hayriye Bal tarafindan dokunan ve mihrap
kisminda eski yaziyla imzasinin bulundugu bu haliyi,kendi
ifadesinden "genc kizli§i sirasina, 1926 yilinda dokudugunu*
ogrenmistik.  Kirmizi, kahverengi ve beyaz renklerle
karakteristik bu hali, tek yonli mihraphdir. Orta yerinde
kicuk bir gobek yer almaktadir. Kenar sulari ise bir ters
bir dizyerlestiriimis gicek motifleriyle siislenmistir (Res.13).

Sekizinci 6rnek bir seccadedir Temmuz-1991 senesinde,
Feristah Hatun Cami'nin yikilip yeniden yapilmasi sirasinda,
mabhalle halkinca koruma altma alman halilar arasinda
buldugumuz bu 6rnek kirmizi, mavi, yesil, kahverengi ve
beyaz renklerle karakteristiktir. Yan yana bes bordirle
kusatilan zeminde merdiven halinde yikselen bir mihrap
yer aimaktadir. Mihrap hayat agacina benzer bir siislemeyle
sona ermektedir. Kdseler ise bos birakilmistir. Mihrap ici
ise duz bir kirmiziyla sona ermektedir. Muhtemelen XIX.
yy.’dan kalmadir.

Aksaray'da Boduklar diye taninan ailenin evinde
bulunan dokuzuncu 6rnek mavi, kahverengi, kirmizi
ve beyaz tonlarla karakteristiktir. Resmini burada
yayinlayamadigimiz bu halida ortada iri bir gébek yer
almaktadir. XX. yy. baslarina tarihliyoruz (Res.14).

Onuncu 6rnek diye tanimladigimiz hal Yozgat
Nizamoglu Evi Mizesi'ndedir. Gunumiz Aksaray
halilarinin gdbek sekline benzer bir gébekle susludir.
Renklerinde ise erken donem Aksaray haklarina benzer
sekilde kirmizi, mavi, lacivert, kahverengi, bej tonlar
hakimdir (Res.15).

Bildigimiz onbirinci 6rnek Yenikent Kasabasinda bir
evdedir. Yastik halisi tipindeki 6rnek mavi, kirmizi,
kahverengi renkleriyle Tagpinar halilarina benzer. Ozellikle
zemini stisleyen gok sekli ve desenleri Tagpinar halilarinin
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taban halisi modeline benzer. Muhtemelen XX yy. baslarinda
dokunmustur (Res.16).

DEGERLENDIRME:

Aksaray, Selcuklular devrinden beri Gnli bir hah
merkezidir. Bu gelenek Osmanlilar devrinde de stirmusgtr.
XX. yy. baslarinda Aksaray’'da ¢cok evde hali tezgahi
bulundudunu ve geng kizlarin geyiz esyasini kendilerinin
dokuduklarini, XX. yy. ortalarina kadar da kilim, hal, hali
yastik, terki heybesi, carsi heybesi, seccade halisi gibi
orneklerin dokundugunu hem salnamelerden, hem de
yaslhlardan 6greniyoruz.

Osmanl devrinden giinimize kadar gelebilen simdilik
bilebildigimiz 10kadar hali mevcuttur. Bu halilardan birinci
Ornek renk ve desen agisindan Ladik ve Aksaray ydresinin
eski halilarina benzemektedir™  (Res.l); halinin Gguz
mihrabinin dort situnce tarafindan tasinmasi, mihrap
Ustiinde simbul desenlerinin bulunmasi Ladik hallarinin
Ozelliklerini gbstermektedir. Bununla birlikte ayni motifler
Aksaray yoresinin eski halilarinda da mevcuttur.

Sézkonusu halida mihrabin situncelerle tasinmasi
gelenegi Anadolu'da Gordes ve Kula halilarinda da gorulir.
Adi gecen ydrelere ait halilarda mihrap c¢ift stitunce ile
tasinir halde islenir.

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The ninth sample found in the family resident called
Boduklar in Aksaray is characterized by the blue, brown,
red and white tones. This carpet which we can not
publich its illustration here has a large medallion in the
middle. We may say that it is from the XIX. Century
(Fig. 14).

The carpet we identify as the tenth sample is the
Nizamoglu Bvi Museum of Yozgat, It is embellished with
a medallion resembling medallions of today's Aksaray
carpets. In its colors, the red, blue, deep blue, brown
and beige tones are dominant to manner looking like
an ancient age of Aksaray carpets (Fig. 15).

The eleventh sample we know is in one of the
residents in the Yenikent County. The sample in the type
of pillow-spread-carpet resembles the Tashinar carpets
by its blue, red and brown colors. Particularly, the sky
picture and its designs embellishing the background
look like the pattern of the large ground carpets called
"Taban" of Tagpinar. It was woven at the beginning of
the XX. Century (Fig. 16).

ASSESSMENT

Aksaray has always been a carpet center since the
Seljukites age. This tradition has continued during the
Ottoman epoch. We have been reported through the
Almanacs and by the old-age people that there were
carpet looms in number of houses at the beginning of
the XX. Century, and young giris were weaving carpets
for their bride's trousseaus, and the samples such as

pileless carpets, carpets, pillow-spread-rugs, saddle-bag-
rugs and shopping-bag-rugs were woven up to the mid
XX. Century.

There are about ten ancient carpets we know that
could have reached today from the Ottomans epoch.
The first sample of these carpets resembles the ancient
carpets f the Ladik and Aksaray region in terms of its
colors and designs. Fig. | illustrates the features of the
Ladik carpets because of the fact tat the triple altar of
the carpet is supported by the four columns, and there
are hyacinth designs over the altar. However, its some
motives are existed in the ancient carpets of Aksaray.

The tradition of supporting the altar by columns in
the carpet in question are sen in the Gordes and Kula
carpets in Anatolia. The altar in these carpets are woven
in a manner to be supported by double column, but
these columns has an enbellishment character in the
Gordes and Kula carpets while they present an
architectural view in the carpets of the Ladik an Aksaray
regions. Again, the narrow frame ornaments are shown
in the ancient and today's Kirsehir carpets as well as the
Konya carpets, but the large side frame ornaments have
such traditions of the Konya Plain carpets.

The similar carpets of the said carpet are possible to
find in the carpets Gallery fund of istanbul the Heinrch
Jacoby Collection, the Dumbarton Oaks collection, the
Josehph V. Mc. Mullan Collection, the New York
Metropolitan Museum and in the other records.

With its small and low altar and different presentation
of its flower motives, the second carpet in the Aksaray
Museum, is different from the first carpet, It reminds
the Aksaray, Ladik, Kirsehir, Mucur and Karapinar carpets.
It has probably been woven with the designs of the said
places (Fig. 2) In addition, it shows an analogy with the
same carpets in the Dumbartor Oaks Collection and the
Joseph V. Mc. Mullan Collection.

With its color, design and size viewpoint, the third
carpet resembles the Turkoman carpets of the Konya
Plain. The carpet utilized instead of a bed and a quilt in
these years and today is called by the name of the dog-
foot-print and cat-foot-print designs carpet by the people
because of their designs exist in the region (Fig. 3). This
carpet is one of the interesting samples of the carpets
in question. The smalldesigns embellishing the inner
medallion of the samples of the plain-medallion of the
Taspinar carpets resemble mostly the designs of the bed-
spread-carpet's ornaments despite no same samples are
woven today.

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The tradition of processing a design with small spots
on carpets is applied in on ancient carpets of the Usak
andGodrdes regions as well as on the carpets of an ancient
and new Kirsehir and Konya carpets. The small ornaments
with three portions seen in the Usak carpets with white
background surface of the XVII. and XVIII, centuries’
Usak carpets, resemble considerably the designs of the
bed,spread-carpets woven in the same century in Aksaray.
We accept that the same designs might have been
woven in the same century in the western and mid-
Anatolia.

Similar ornaments are given as small spots in the
sample of the Gordes carpets which may be dated with
XVIII, and XIX centuries. The same designs are known
as the name of a fly among people, and these similar
ornaments are called with the same name by the Kirsehir
and Konya surroundings. However, according to us, this
resemblance of the fly motif might have been developed
by the influence of the Kirsehir carpets, because the
same motif of the Gordes and Kula is know with the
name of Karamanogullari carpet by the records in abroad.

The fourth carpet in the Aksaray Museum is the
sample with the latest date of the third carpet that we
present above despite of its analogy of the Usak carpet.
It has been woven in the Aksaray surroundings.

The fifth and the sixth samples have such a motives
similar to the designs seen in the XIX. and the XX.
centuries' carpets. The fifth one reflects the features of
the Kirsehir carpets. The designs resembling the fly motif
at the corners of the sixth sample also point out the
same analogy, too.

With their carpets at the beginning of the XX. Century,
particularly with their Taspinar pattern, other samples
present a great analogy, It might probably have been
woven in the periods when Taspinar carpets were spread
out.

CONCLUSION

In the Ottomans age, Aksaray has also continued its
tradition of carpet-weaving in the Seljukites epoch. There
are fourcarpets today in the Aksaray Museum depot in
line with the Travel Books and historical records of the
Aksaray, Konya and Kirsehir regions. As for as we
concerned, this carpet has been woven in one of these
three regions, and is from the XVIII. Century. The second
sample has such a feature of the mixed features of the
Aksaray, Konya and Kirsehir carpets. Same as of the first
sample, it might have been woven in the Aksaray
surroundings, or in one of these mentioned centers, or
in the Aksaray surrounding with the design of the said
regions, or in the XVIII, century. According to us, the
fourth carpet having traditions of Aksaray and its
surroundings is from the XIX. Century.

The fifth samle is from the XVII. or XVIII century. The
sixth one is from the XIX. Century. The seventh one is
from 1926. The eighth, ninth, tenth and the eleventh
carpets are from the beginning of the XX. century. They
have patterns same as of the Aksaray carpet in terms of

color and design. This proves that the ancient Aksaray
carpets have been woven in the same character and the
pattern of today's Taspinar carpet which has reached
today developed in these periods.

Today, no carpet iswoven within the center of Aksaray.
This tradition is being continued in the villages of Aksaray,
particularly, Three of those, Kutlukdéy, Taspinar and
Yesilova show such a feature with their colors, designs
and carpet varieties. ®

motifine benzetilmesi bize gére, Kirsehir halilarinin
etkisiyle gelismis olmahdir. Cinkiu Gordes ve Kula
cevresinin ayni motifli halilari yabanci kaynaklarda
Karaosmanoglu halisi adiyla taninmaktadir.

Bu da birinci 6rnek
gibi, Aksaray cevresinde veya adi gecen sehirlerden
birisinde ya da s6zi edilen yorelerin desenleriyle Aksaray
cevresinde, XVIII. yy. da dokunmus olmalidir. Desenleri
Konyave Aksaray yéresinin yatak haklarini andiran ti¢ncu
hall muhtemelen Aksaray yoresinde ve XVI-XVII. yy.larda
dokunmustur. Aksaray ve gevresinin geleneklerini tagiyan
dordiinct hak ise bize gore XIX. yy. dan kalmadir.

Besinci 6rnek XVII-XVIILyy.’dan kalmadir. Altinci hak
XIX. yy.a aittir. Yedinci hak 1926 yilindan kalmadir. Sekiz,
dokuz, on ve onbirinci hak ise XX. yy. baslanna aittir. Renk
ve desen agisindan Aksaray Haksi semasini tasirlar. Bu da
eski Aksaray halilarinin ayni karakterde yapildigini,
gunimiz Tagpinar hak modelinin o dénemlerden gekserek
bugline geldigini goéstermektedir.
